Philip Bliss was born in 1838 in a log cabin. He
wrote the above hymn and many others. He also
composed the music to the beloved hymn, It Is Well
With My Soul. Bliss was an evangelical singer, who
teamed up with D.L. Moody.

During the Christmas holidays in 1876 , the Bliss
family traveled to his birth place to see his mother in
Pennsylvania. On December 31, he boarded the Pacific
Express train headed back to Chicago with his wife and
two small sons. They traveled through a blinding snow
storm. The train attempted crossing a ravine. The
wooden trestle collapsed, and the 200 passengers
plunge 75 feet into the icy river below. The train cars
exploded into flames. Bliss, then 38 years of age,
survived. With his family trapped inside, he attempted
a rescue. Tragically, he perished with them. His
luggage followed in a trunk the following day on a
different train. When his trunk was opened, they found
his last hymn. That hymn is... I will sing of my
redeemer.

I will sing of my Redeemer
And his wondrous love for me
On the cruel cross he suffered
From the curse to set me free.

May these words of life comfort you in the days
ahead.

A report from the
48th Annual Reunion
8th Air Force Historical Society
“ctober 19th-23rd, 2022

Arlington, Virginia

Saturday morning started with the 8th AFHS Annual
Members Meeting. Many things were presented or
discussed during this meeting, including:
® Annual dues for the 8th AFHS will be increased to
$60 year. According to the 8th AFHS Board, this is the
first dues increase in more than 10 years.
® The 8th AFHS quarterly magazine will go to a
digital publication. Printissues will still be available to
all WWII veterans at no cost. Print issues will be
available to all others on an annual subscription basis - it
was expected this cost would be approximately $25 per
year.
® There was an election for one Board position - the
incumbent won re-election by 3 votes.
® The 8th AFHS intends to increase their outreach to
members using e-mail. Members can expect more
emails from the 8th AFHS in the future.
® During the open questions portion of the meeting,
one person asked why there were no presentations,
seminars, or panel discussions at the reunion hotel this
year. Debra Kujawa with the 8th AFHS indicated that
the idea was to have attendees out in Washington, DC

seeing and touching all of the history instead of staying
atthe hotel during the day.

® [t was my impression after the initial mention of the
2023 reunion in California that a similar daily agenda is
being considered - daily tours and possibly no
presentations or seminars during the day at the reunion
hotel.

® One attendee who resides in the UK noted that
younger people there are becoming more interested in
WWII history. This seems to be a good sign for
preserving the legacy of the Greatest Generation, at
least in England. There was significant discussion
about how to get 3rd and 4th Gen family members of
WWII veterans involved in the 8th AFHS.

® An interesting comment from one attendee
involved the General Spaatz Museum in Boyerstown,
PA. It was described that the museum is creating a
WWII experience for children that includes flying a
mission in a realistic B-17 cockpit, being shot down and
crash landing, then being rescued by the French
Resistance in an 'Escape Room' format. Ifthe clues are
not found in the allotted time, the Germans 'capture' the
downed airmen and they are taken to a POW barracks.
It is believed that this type of experiential education is
best to help students understand this sort of history.

After the meeting concluded, attendees had the
option of one more bus tour - this time a tour of Old
Town Arlington.

The final event of the reunion was the Saturday
evening Gala Banquet. A good meal was enjoyed, and a
presentation by the current-day commander of the 8th
Air Force, and several active duty airmen/women

I attended several reunions both in the US and England and
feel so grateful that [ met so many veterans.

I work as a teaching assistant in an infant school in my
hometown and am married to Alfie, have 2 sons Lewis and
Mark and a grandson Alex. Alfie and Lewis are a great help
with the museum. Alfie helped set up the 388th BG Museum
and is a fountain of knowledge. In my spare time I enjoy
walking my 2 dogs, gardening, knitting and watching
cricket.

With Geoff's passing a wealth of knowledge of the 96th
was lost but I feel privileged to pick up the reins and continue
to honour all the 96th veterans that served at Snetterton
Heath. It is imperative that their service, stories and
sacrifices must be kept alive for future generations.

Anita Crist Sybesma, Group Historian
I was born in Waco, Texas, with
parents Danny Crist and Atha
Howell. Shortly after Dad rejoined
the military and then the Air Force
dictated where we would live. Dad
retired from the Air Force in 1963 out
of Bergstrom AFB, Austin, Texas, |
and I've been here ever since. 17
graduated from the University of |
Texas and taught math for grades 6,7 |
and 8 for 30 years. My husband
Pieter and I have one daughter, Anaka
Maree, and two grandchildren, James and Ruby.
My Dad was Danny Martin Crist who was what I call a
Founding Father of the 96" BG.
“I reported for duty 10 November 1941 at Dallas,
Texas.
On 2 April 1942 our crew left Salina for England.”

He flew 25 missions with at least (still researching) 6
different crews, was wounded, crash landed, shot down,
POW at Stalag 3, survived the LONGEST MISSION
and returned to the States.

“On 29 April 1945, just a year and four days after
being shot down, Patton's Third Army tanks came
crushing through the gates. The guards surrendered. 1
was only 24 years old when Patton's tanks liberated us
andmy warwas over.”

I joined the 96" BGA and attended my first (and so far
only) Reunion in 2019 in St. Louis. I recently joined the
96BGA Board as Historian. Currently I am working with the
Friends of the Air Force Academy Library Special
Collections to house documents/photos/stories of the men of
the 96" BG for research and insure we NEVER FORGET.




Raoul A. de Mars Jr. (Randy), Board Member

His dad was a co-pilot with Ken j&¢
Bethe Crew, FF7, 339th BS, 96th BG.
He was always interested in his dad's
military background was an "Air Force
Brat" who loved seeing all of the planes
on bases where they were stationed. [
He was actually born at Langley AFB,
VA.

Retired as Sergeant First Class (E-7) from the US Army.
Former Chief Legal Non-Commissioned Officer in U.S.
Army, 1971-1991. Dad used to give him grief about being in
the Army, but he always reminded him that he originally
joined the Army Air Corps! - He'd laugh and smile.

While in the Army stationed in Germany Randy
researched his father’s experiences with escape and evasion
and provided his father with the material which produced the
story A Time To Remember 11 April 1944 which Randy
shared with us in our August 2018 Newsletter. Ifthe story was
not enough, Randy also sent us the PDF file of Snetterton
Falcons II which spurred our project to digitize the original
Snetterton Falcons and make them both available to our
members.

Dr. Walter L. Powell, Board Member

Dr. Walter L. Powell (Walt) is an author, lecturer, and
public history consultant. He retired in the fall 02017 as the
1" Executive Director of the General Society of Mayflower
Descendants in Plymouth. Previously he worked in a variety
of professional capacities, most notably for 17 years as
Director of Planning and Historic Preservation for the
Borough of Gettysburg, Pennsylvania. While in Gettysburg,
he served as the Borough's liaison to visiting WWII veterans
organizations, participating in official visits to St. Mere-
Eglise in 1994 and 2004 for the 50" and 60" anniversaries of
D-Day. He became a founding member of “The Gettysburg
Flyboys”—a group of WWII Army Air Corps veterans who
met monthly to share experiences, and escorted one of them,
Paul Baird, a B-17 co-pilot with the 95" Bomb Group, 8" Air
Force, on a return trip to his WWII base at Horham in
Suffolk. In 2010 he was a keynote speaker in Grou,
Friesland, The Netherlands, at the opening of an exhibit
honoring Allied Aircrews, and in dedicating a memorial to
the 96" BG, 337" Squadron crews commanded by Lt. Edwin
R. “Red” Smith and Lt. Maynard Freemole, both KIA while
returning from a mission to Bremen on December 16, 1943.

Walt has been a longstanding member of the 8" Air Force
Historical Association and the 95" Bomb Group Heritage
Foundation, serving as an editor of the 95"s revised WWII
Yearbook entitled Contrails 11 (2003). He recently joined the
Board of the 96" Bomb Group Association.

General Meeting Minutes
December 10, 2022

UThe meeting was held via Zoom, to allow the greatest number of members to participate
[
JPresident Mike Mcllraith called the meeting to order at approximately 1:12pm Central.

Board Members present: Mike Mcllraith, Lydia Anderson, Susan Hinchman, Rebecca Lutz, Dale Budde, Anita
Sybesma, Randy De Mars, Jill Tebble.

Meeting Attendees: Alfie Tebble, Lewis Brawn, Melissa Mcllraith, Camille Hartman, Carolyn Councell, Peter
Sybesma, Peggy Davis, Ben Hinchman, Janet Strizic, Jeannette Batton. Guest appearances by Buddy and Ted
Tebble.

Reading of the Preceding Meeting Minutes: Lydia Anderson made a motion to accept the Minutes of the
December 4th, 2021 Annual Meeting as published in the April 2022 Newsletter. Peggy Davis seconded. Motion
passed.

Treasurer's Report: Susan reported on the club's financial position and displayed a copy of the current financial
report on the Zoom meeting screen. A final 2022 Financial Report will follow these minutes in the next newsletter.
Susan reported that to date there have been 196 Silver Dream plaques sold, and 73 CDs or thumb drives with the 2
book Snetterton Falcons PDFs - these sales have netted 38 new members as well! 65 packs of the 96th BGA Note
Card have sold - these are still available at $15 per pack, which includes postage. In 2022, the 96th BGA has
received $500 in donations from members, which includes $250 that was designated in memory of Glenn Harrison,
Sr. In the past year, the Association has sent a total of $2,200.00 to the 96th BG Museum in England - this money is
being used for repairs and upgrades, as well as to help cover the costs of insurance.

Susan mentioned several other items: the Return to Snetterton trip, planned for August of 2023 (more to come on
that in a bit); she reminded all members to share their newsletter with others outside of our group; also, please share
copies of the membership form; members should remember to update their mailing address and/or e-mail address if
changes occur to either; and a reminder that members who receive the newsletter electronically save the Association
printing and mailing costs, and their newsletter is in color!

Newsletter Report: Dale indicated that there was no newsletter in August due to a lack of material and some
incomplete items. The next newsletter will be published in February - all items intended for publication should be
sent to Dale via e-mail, and sooner is better than later. Dale asked that all photos submitted have any people that are
in the photo identified. Dale asked Anita if she might create an article regarding the Air Force Academy Library
96th BG materials collection project. Dale reminded all new Board Members that he would like a photo and brief
bio for each. Anita has previously sent Dale e-mails regarding her research on her father's service. She will resend
these. Jill indicated she had sent Dale the most recent Return to Base article, as Jean is dealing with her husband's
health issues. Jill has also sent her new Board Member photo and bio. Rebecca has sent an update on the Silver
Dream plaques, and her bio. Dale suggested that perhaps the Association could post a message on the group
FaceBook page asking those who post interesting things there to consider creating a newsletter article about the
item. Dale also asked if Jill and Susan might create a nice write-up of the Return to Snetterton trip for the newsletter
so members could work on their planning.

Silver Dream Plaques: Rebecca indicated that some plaques that had been damaged/vandalized at the Silver
Dream Memorial are being replaced. The next set of plaques to be mailed to England are ready to go. There may be
a better mailing situation - Jill and Rebecca will work on this. Jill indicated that all plaques that have been sent to
date are installed at the Memorial.

Silver Dream Memorial: Jill indicated that the flags are still flying at the memorial. It would be her preference to
keep flags flying year round. The group concurred. Lewis stated that he had been to the Memorial a week before
and that the flags were in good condition. Dale asked about a report that there might be some mold on the back of the
actual memorial? Jill and Alfie will investigate on their next trip there.
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Return to Snetterton trip: Jill Tebble has worked on an itinerary for a group trip back to Snetterton Heath. The
intent is to have a group of 96th BGA members visit the base and area in the summer of 2023, celebrating the 80th
Anniversary of the 96th Bomb Group's arrival at Snetterton. The actual arrival date was in June of 1943, and the
Museum is hoping to host a 1940's dance in June of 2023 to celebrate the anniversary and as a fundraiser. Jill
narrated a slide presentation of the trip highlights, as follows:

August 17th - tour Sandringham House (the King's Norfolk Home)

August 18th - tour the base, Museum, Memorial, and Quidenham Church. Possibly also go to the 100th BG
Museum at Thorpe Abbotts, as they have a control tower still in existence there.

August 19th - free day in Norwich. There is a lot to see and do in town, and there is also a convenient train
connection to other locales if so desired.

August 20th - 96th Bomb Group Open Day. The Open Day will feature re-enactors, vintage vehicles, music from
the war era, stalls, and food vendors. The 2022 Open Day had over 400 visitors, which was a new record for the
Museum (Hooray!).

August 21st - tour Cambridge American Cemetery and Museum (Maddingly), and then the American Air
Museum at Duxford.

Jill has identified 4 hotels that are near the center of Norwich, to make walking to attractions easier. She has also
been working with a coach tour company to identify costs - there are reasonable options available for a 33 seat or 53
seat coach.

There is a sense that if the long-planned movie 'Masters of the Air' does actually go to theaters in the Spring of
2023, then the interest in W WII history, and especially 8th AF history will increase significantly. Jill indicated that
there are tour companies already creating 'Masters of the Air' tours for the area of the airbases in England. A
question was asked about concern for this trip occurring during 'vacation season' - Jill felt like there were several
hotel options available if things filled. Peter S noted that train bookings appear to be available only 3 months in
advance? Jill stated that she would look into that.

Jill, Susan, Rebecca, and Randy, along with others who are interested, will have a Zoom planning meeting after
January Ist.

Museum update: The museum doors have been upgraded with some repairs, and some metal bars across the
windows. These doors are aged and will need replacement in the upcoming years. The Museum has a new security
system, installed as a part of the Aurora School Eccles system upgrade. The Museum's cost of £500 was paid for by
the donations to the 96th BGA in the memory of Glenn Harrison, St. The School also paid a portion of the Museum's
installation costs (Thank You!). The Museum windows are to have repairs made in the spring. Jill and Alfie
received some donated display cabinets and will be working on those this winter in preparation for adding to the
Museum in the spring. The Museum is now 33 years old, and things are showing their age. The School seems to be
very supportive of the Museum.

2023 8th AFHS Reunion: The next 8th AFHS Reunion will be held October 18th-23rd in Ontario, CA. The
group discussed the possibility of inviting the three surviving 96th BG veterans to attend. The President was
blessed with the goal of emailing and calling all three to gauge their interest in attending. :) All three veterans will
also be informed about the trip to Snetterton. A motion was made by Melissa Mc to invite these veterans to be the
guests of the 96th BGA at the reunion. Jill T seconded. The motion passed.

Closing: Dale reminded all about the next newsletter - in addition to the items previously discussed, he is
looking for a final Treasurer's Report, Minutes of this meeting, an updated President's Letter, and identification of
people in any photos provided.

The meeting was adjourned at 2:20pm.
